

COACHES, OFFICIALS, AND PARENTS PLEASE READ!!!

RIVERFRONT  Youth Indoor Soccer League Rules 2024-2025
PIAA rules apply with these exceptions:
1. NO SLIDE TACKLING! We don’t want anyone getting hurt. Stay on your feet. Slide tackling is an indirect kick for the other team. GK’s may slide within the penalty box, outside the box they are like a field player. Slide tackling, based on the judgment of the official is a “cardable” offense.
2. Shin guards are required for every player. NO SHINGUARDS = NO PLAYING!
3. No Offsides.
4. NO HEADING at the U-10 Level. Intentional Heading at this Level will result in an indirect free kick from the spot of the infraction.
5. Heading IS allowed at U-12 and up. If a player chooses to play up to that Level, it will be the RESPONSIBILTY of that Player's Coach or Parent or Guardian to allow or not allow it, ie. tell them they can or cannot Head the Ball.
6. Kick-Ins will REPLACE Throw Ins and MUST be no higher than the waist of the players on the Field at that Level of Play.
7. All free kicks are indirect with the exception of PK's and NEW THIS YEAR Corner Kicks.
8. Opposing team needs to be 7 yards from the ball. The Ball must be touched AND move to be in play. 
9. At the U-10 Level, a warning is issued and the Official MAY back the Defense up and explain to the Players why. This is for Instructional purposes.  
10. At the U-12 and Higher Levels a Warning may be issued but if NOT FOLLOWED, will be a CARDABLE OFFENSE per PIAA RULE 13
11. If the ball hits the ceiling, it is an indirect kick from the spot where it hit.
12. Keepers must distribute the ball with a throw or a kick from the ground (No punts/drop-kicks) . . . the ball CANNOT be bouncing when kicked! A warning will be given the first time, an indirect free kick (at the top of the box) will be awarded on all subsequent violations.
13. Fouls in the box which result in a penalty kick will be taken from the top edge of the box for U10/12 and 2 more yards back for U14 and high school. All Players must be behind the ball and cannot move until ball is played. Ball is live after being played and players may play rebounds.
14. All players and coaches must remain on the sideline in the team area. Only players and coaches are allowed in the designated team area.
15. There should be NO INTERACTION WITH SPECTATORS BY OFFICIALS unless it is considered a PERSONAL ATTACK ON SUCH either VERBALLY or otherwise. If calls are questioned in a respectful manner, they may be answered in a Professional way at an appropriate time so as NOT to disrupt the flow of the Game.
16. Since this leagues purpose is to “develop your players’ skills“, we are also going to help you develop their character. Any player issued a yellow card must leave the field and sit out for 5 minutes per PIAA RULING. Any player/person who is issued a RED card by an official must leave the field area, the team will play down a player in the current game, and will have a two game suspension from all teams they play on. When the Official  issues a card (yellow or red) to one of your players, YOU are to give the Official the players’ name. 

17. PLEASE make sure players and coaches shake hands after the game. PLEASE have YOUR TEAM take care of YOUR TEAMS’ TRASH! Thanks!
